Importing Your PowerPoint Slides into Photo Story 3

1. Open the PowerPoint presentation.
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3. From the Save As Type Drop down menu, select PNG Portable Network
Graphics Format (*.png) option and click Save. (Make sure you pay
attention where it's saving it to at the top.)

A quick note about .png files vs. .jpg
files: JPG files are “lossy files” and
saving your file as a .jpg file may
result in loss of quality when the
video is published.

A PNG file is a “lossless” file and
won't lose quality in publication.
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4. Select if you want to save the current slide only or the entire project. Your
slides are now saved as PNGs.
